E very year we have elections for the   
Parish Pastoral Council  at St              
Bernadette’s.  Elections will be held at 
the Annual General Meeting of the    

parish on Thursday evening, November 20. 
     The Second Vatican Council recommends 
that, as far as possible, councils should be set up 
to assist the Church’s apostolic work, whether in 
the field of evangelisation and sanctification or in 
the fields of charity and social relations. The      
document on the Church says: 
     By reason of the knowledge, competence or 
pre-eminence which they have, the laity are     
empowered - indeed sometimes obliged - to  
manifest their opinion on those things which   
pertain to the good of the Church. 
     On the basis of that reflection a discernment of 
what needs to be changed or developed in the  

parish takes place.  It is this ministry that is     
specifically the task of the parish pastoral council.   
     The Parish Pastoral Council is a representative 
body of the whole parish, priests, religious and 
laity, working together to form a Christian     
community which seeks out and responds to the 
spiritual and material needs of all God’s people. 
     Our Parish Pastoral Council consists of the   
parish priest, the two assistant priests, Sister Judy 
and the Youth Ministers, along with elected     
parishioners to represent the parish.  From time to 
time the parish priest or the Council coopts   
members.  Those standing for election should be 
actively involved in the parish, be at least 18 
years of age and be prepared to serve for two 
years.  Retiring members may be re-elected     
provided that he/she has not served for more than 
six consecutive years.
