The whole concept of All Saints Day is united with
the belief of the Communion of Saints which we
profess in our creed. It is a day when we honour all
known and unknown saints. Catholic and Orthodox
Christians believe that the saints of God are just as
alive as you and |, and are constantly interceding on
our behalf.
