LITURGY CORNER 
Today’s media bombards us with voices on every 
side. As Christians, however, we know that the 
voice of God is the voice of genuine authority in our 
lives and we need attentive hearts to hear it clearly. 
Moses reminded the Israelites that it was through 
the prophets they heard the voice of God and St 
Paul encourages the Corinthians to give their        
undivided attention to the Lord. Jesus, as          
God-made-flesh (incarnate), is the ultimate            
proclaimer of the word of God, and speaks with true 
authority, which even the unclean spirits recognise. 
Illness is frequently used in the gospels as a         
symbol of the state in which human beings find 
themselves. Spiritually, all of us are somehow        
afflicted. The healing of the sick and the afflicted is 
a sign of how Jesus can liberate people from all 
that burdens them. This is not to suggest that        
suffering will magically disappear, but that Christ is 
the Way, the Truth and the Life – and is our
