LITURGY CORNER 
Like last week’s gospel, the gospel for this week 
begins with one of the “I am” statements of Jesus 
which only appear in the Gospel of St John. Jesus 
continues to speak to the disciples using imagery 
they understood from their everyday experience 
and with symbols which came from their Jewish 
tradition (the vineyard was one of the ancient      
images of the people of Israel, God’s chosen       
people). The vine is a staple part of Israel’s      
agricultural life. It carries the idea of the life which 
flows into the branches from the vine’s thick trunk. 
Jesus is that giver of life – our life is nourished by 
Jesus, but behind his life-giving presence is the 
Father. Jesus tells his disciples – US, that he is 
the true vine and invites us to stay connected to 
him (the word most constantly used in this       
passage is remain/abide/stay). He makes the           
Father known so, as we remain in him, we are 
called to make the same commitment.
