F i rst  Holy Communions were 
celebrated last weekend and they are 
being celebrated again this weekend.  
The photo on the left shows some of 

the children in the offertory procession at the 
9.00 am Mass last Sunday.  
     While the First Communicants themselves 
are excited about the opportunity to join their 
parents in approaching the altar to receive Holy 
Communion, the parents - and for that matter 
the grandparents, also have a sense of 
satisfaction in seeing their children take a 
further step and become more involved in what 
we call “the source and summit of the whole 
Christian life”, that is the Eucharist.  
     Sometimes parishioners look on as 
spectators without any sense of involvement in 
these important ceremonies. Some parishioners 
are put out as visitors take the seats that they 
have sat in for years. Yet, the first work sheet 
the children see in their preparation for First 
Eucharist says, “Every Sunday we gather with 
the other people in our Parish Family to 
celebrate Mass”. The last work sheet echoes 
this theme and says, “I join in prayer with 
those gathered for Mass as I prepare to 
complete my initiation into the Faith 
Community”. The whole thrust of the present 
way in which we prepare children for 
sacraments is a move away from an individual 
focus to an experience of community.   
     The importance of community was 
emphasised in the preparation for the 
Sacrament of Confirmation which was 
administered on June 25 and 26.  
     The diocesan policy we follow for these 
sacraments says, “First Eucharist should be 
celebrated within the parish Sunday Eucharist 
as soon after Confirmation as possible.  This 
will enable involvement of the wider parish 
community and also highlight the importance 
of Sunday.”  
     Parishioners are as important in the process 
as candidates, parents, grandparents and 
sponsors.                                               Fr John.
