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A LETTER FROM LOYOLA SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL 

D ear Parishioners of St Bernadette’s, 
     Greetings from Loyola Senior 
High School. 
     We received just on $10,000 from 

the 2008 Christmas Appeal collections. I have 
dispatched individual letters to those parishioners 
who made significant contributions to the appeal. 
One particular parishioner contributed $2500 and 
I have acknowledged this generous donation by 
way of a letter.  
     To date last year's money has been used for 
the following: firstly student support - we have a 
single mum in Year 12 at the 
moment (incidently she had TB 
last year), a number of students 
who are out of home, one Afri-
can student who was abandoned 
by his father and alone in the         
family home with no money and 
little food for three months.    
Secondly, uniform support:- we 
have purchased over 90 school 
blazers ($160 per blazer) which 
we place on loan with students 
from families who can't afford 
the uniform. As you can     
imagine with the current state of 

the economy I am coming across more families 
with one or both parents not working and not       
being able to make ends meet. To date over a 
quarter of Loyola families pay no, little 
or reduced fees.  
     The contributions of the Parish to Loyola       
allows us to help students become "Learner 
Ready" by removing those economic and social 
barriers that impede their capacity to learn. 
     Recently, we have been looking seriously at 
establishing a Loyola Refuge for senior students 
unable to remain at home during their final two 

years of schooling. Fr Iain        
Radvan SJ, Loyola Chaplain and 
Fr Edward Dooley SJ Parish 
Priest of Holy Family Emerton 
Parish are closely involved with 
the project and support its      
implementation. The Catholic 
Education Office at Parramatta 
is also interested in the Project. 
We hope to be able to open the 
refuge some time next year and 
envisage it being located in 
a local home near the school. 
     Thank you again for you
