For those who are interested, the photo on the 
front of this week’s bulletin shows the Risen 
Christ.  It’s correct name is Christ the Redeemer.  
The statue is above the main entrance of St 
Peter’s in Rome. It is one of thirteen statues made 
of travertine. It is not in good shape with 
lightening conductors attached everywhere and 
repairs that make it look sewn together when 
viewed up close. From a distance all thirteen 
statues look pristine. The top photo shows St 
Peter’s as seen from a bridge that links the area 
near the Piazza Navona to the Palace of Justice.  
Last Sunday crowds were shoulder to shoulder 
from this bridge up to St Peter’s. It is not possible 
in this small photo to see the statue of Christ the 
Redeemer.  The second photo shows a close up of 
the façade of St Peter’s with the statues clearly 
visible. The façade was designed by Carlo 
Maderno, appointed architect to St Peter’s in 
1603.  It was completed in 1614. It has been 
criticised more than any other major work of 
architecture; it is said that the façade is too long 
in relation to it height.  Also, you can’t see the 
dome from the piazza, as the photo shows. Below 
the statue is the Loggia of the Blessings, the place 
where the announcement of a new pope is made 
and from where Pope Benedict gave his Ubi et 
Orbi blessing last Sunday.
