National Anthem?

     At all Masses the Ode was read followed by  
the Last Post. There was one minute of silence. 
Then we heard the haunting tune of the Rouse, 
followed by the “Lest We Forget” with its 

response, and finally the Australian National 
Anthem was sung. It was our contribution to the 
celebration of ANZAC Day. 
     Most of the music and the format had been 
organised by Fred Hawkins, but Roy Potter had 
brought in an Australian flag and a New Zealand 
flag to emphasis that it was an important day for 
New Zealanders too. Mike Watson then arranged 
the flags as you can see in the photo below. 
     Some of our Castle Hill parishioners are in the 
Defence Force and others are in the reserves.  
Many of our parishioners are highly decorated 
and, for them, Sunday was no doubt filled with 
many poignant memories. 
     Dennis Davis, who attends Mass every 
morning, departed for the Middle East with the 
AIF in 1940, and served at Tobruk and El 
Alamein. He is one of our most decorated 
parishioners. Dennis, along with Trevor 
O’Callaghan, husband to Monica O’Callaghan, 
the Chairman of the Pastoral Parish Council laid a 
wreath at the RSL Memorial in Arthur Whitling 
Park on Sunday morning at the Dawn Service.  
Trevor is a Vietnam Vet. 
     Some of our parish primary school teachers 
and students were part of the 4,000 who braved  
the rain to represent the parish.
