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RENOVATIONS AT ST BERNADETTE’S CHURCH 

B uilding work in the church, including 
the relocation of the tabernacle, will 
commence on Monday July 12. Part of 
the delay has been the need for a 

window of opportunity to 
present itself when the church 
was relatively free for 
workers to have access to the 
site. Confirmations and First 
Communions will be over by 
then and July is not a popular 
month for weddings. The 
church will continue to be 
used for Mass on Sundays, 
but the hall will need to be 
used for weekday Masses.  
     Funerals will be relocated 
to another parish church.  
     The refurbishing of the 
sanctuary will take about a 
month.  
     Work on the parish 
primary school will be 
continuing and work inside 
and outside the church will 
be going on at the same time, 
making life a little uncomfortable on the parish 
site 
    Permission was sought from the Bishop in 
September last year to go ahead with the 
renovations. This took place after an exhaustive 
consultation with parishioners and parish 
committees. The plans were on display in the 
narthex for over twelve months.   
     A new tabernacle will be made and it will fit 
into a newly-created niche which will be formed 
by removing some brickwork to form a cavity in 

the wall of the sanctuary. I am hoping that a 
parishioner or group of parishioners will donate 
the new tabernacle. Three steps will lead from the 
sanctuary floor to where the newly recessed 

tabernacle will be located. It 
will be lit from within the 
cavity. The newly formed 
predella at the top of the 
stairs will be wide enough to 
genuflect and a ledge will be 
placed under the new 
tabernacle to better facilitate 
removing or transferring 
ciboria or placing hosts for 
the sick in pyxs. 
     Two plinths will rise from 
the sanctuary steps at the side 
and to the front of the steps.  
One will be used as a stand 
for the sanctuary lamp. 
     St Bernadette’s was built 
in 1970 and satisfied 
completely the 1969 General 
Instruction of the Roman 
Missal, a document found in 
the beginning of the altar 

missal which said, regarding the placement of the 
tabernacle, “It is highly recommended that the 
holy eucharist be reserved in a chapel suitable for 
private adoration and prayer.” 
     There was such a chapel in St Bernadette’s 
Church, delineated by columns where weekday 
Mass was celebrated. In the refurbishment of the 
church in the late nineties, the then parish priest 
and the church committees agreed to the requests 
of the parishioners who complained that it was 
impossible to see the tabernacle in the Blessed

LITURGY CORNER 
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 Sacrament chapel when entering the church. 
Whether that was a justifiable reason for moving 
the tabernacle has been an on-going point of 
discussion with the parishioners. By moving the 
tabernacle within the old Blessed Sacrament 
chapel area to a position that was more visible, 
the new position failed to meet the requirements 
of the General Instruction of the Roman Missal or 
the Eucharistic devotion of the parishioners. 
Neither the position nor the actual tabernacle 
itself now conforms to the Roman documents in a 
number of ways. 
      As you know, everyone has an opinion about 
the placement of the tabernacle, its accessibility, 
and the encouragement of Eucharistic devotion 
that is so central to Catholic life. It is clear, 
however, that the majority of parishioners want 
the tabernacle moved to a central location. I have 
heard their concerns. 
     The celebrant’s chair has also been the cause 
of some discussion and it will be reshaped to 
meet specific church requirements. 
      The front sacristy used by the priests, servers 
and lectors will have a new vestment bench 
installed as part of the church upgrade. 
     The cross, the Christian symbol that has 
traditionally surmounted a church building will be 
incorporated into the present lighting rod on the 
spire.  The cross will be positioned on the highest 
point of the church. This cross will be able to be 
seen in the valley below the church on the 
southern side of the church property. 
     Some work will be done in the parish office.  
The scope of works here include creating a lobby 
inside the main front door to upgrade security for 
staff as well as a refurbishment of the main office 
with a special emphasis on document storage. 
     Some signage will appear on the site 
indicating the way to the parish hall, the Marian 
Centre, the parish and school offices. A more 
definite sign indicating that one car parking space 
is reserved for the parish priest will contain the 
message that trespasses will not be forgiven. 
     It is intended to complete a make-over of the 
parish hall with a new floor and glass doors that 
will allow access from the hall to the gathering 
area outside. The intention would be to eventually 
tile the area outside the hall. Because the school is 
using the hall during the school renovation 
period, this parish project might be delayed for 
some months. It might be possible to use the 
school holidays to complete some of the work on 
the hall, and discussions will continue with the 
builder about this project. John King from John 
King and Associates is the architect in charge of 
the project.                                         Father John.
